“Jacob Aarup-Andersen has shown that he is well-versed in strategy and management and 
possesses the qualifications needed to take up the position as CFO at Group level,” says Thomas F. 
Borgen, CEO of Danske Bank. “We are in the process of transforming Danske Bank into an even 
more customer-centric, simple and efficient bank for the benefit of customers and shareholders. I 
am confident that with his background and experience from working in the Group, Jacob Aarup-
Andersen will help drive developments at Danske Bank going forward.”  
 
“I would also like to take this opportunity to thank Henrik Ramlau-Hansen for his significant 
contribution to Danske Bank, not least the past five years where he has taken part in creating a 
solid foundation for us in terms of ratings, capital position and liquidity.
