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Groupe BPCE will be in a position to comply with the new 9% 
minimum capital adequacy ratio at June 30, 2012, fixed by the 
European Banking Authority.

In accordance with the timetable set out on October 26, 2011 and based on the information provided as 
of September 30, the European Banking Authority has updated the requirements for strengthening Core 
Tier 1 capital for banks so that they comply with a ratio of 9% under Basel 2.5 rules in June 2012, after 
deduction of a capital buffer, relating to the haircut on the European sovereign exposures. 
 
For BPCE, the final capital requirement is estimated at €3.7 billion, representing an additional €0.3 billion  
in relation to the estimated amount based on the figures supplied at June 30 and published on October 
27, 2011. This increase is mechanically linked to the change in the reference date as risk-weighted assets 
for BPCE have risen slightly between June 30 and September 301. The increase has already been offset 
by the buyback of deeply subordinated notes settled on October 28, 2011 which resulted in a capital gain 
of €0.3 billion.
